South Baddesley CE Primary School: Pupil Outcomes 2018
The three-year trends for this school are above national.

This means that pupils at the end of Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS), Key Stage
One (KS1) and Key Stage Two (KS2) attain scores in reading, writing and
mathematics that are above other schools nationally. This is also the case for pupils
in year one taking the statutory phonics screener.

The progress of pupils at this school is at least in-line with other schools nationally.

At South Baddesley our attainment in both early reading and reading at the end of
KS2 is particularly strong. The attainment of children attaining at least the expected
level of attainment and greater depth is significantly above national.

Pupils achieving greater depth in reading, writing and mathematics is significantly
above other schools nationally.
